Steps: Start PowerPoint and on the Title slide, click in the placeholder Click to add 
title: and type Test Template. Then click in the Click to add subtitle: place holder and 
type Created by: and your name. This is the first slide in the template. 

 
Steps: In version 2003 Click the New Slide button on the 
Standard toolbar. 

 

 In version 2007, click on the New Slide button on the Home tab. 
 

 
 
Create the above four slides. 
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Go to the answer for your first question and select it. Then click on the Hyperlink button on 
the Insert Ribbo 
 
 
 
 
 
In the Insert Hyperlink 
dialog box, click on the 
Place in This Document 
button and then select the 
slide you want to go to. 
 
 
 
 
You can create links to various slides using this same procedure. 
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You can also create action button. 
 
Go to the Correct answer slide and click on the Shapes button. All the way at the bottom of 
this menu is the Action button area. Click on the little Home button. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Your mouse pointer will then look like a cross hair pointer. Drag out a small Action button on 
the slide. 
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You will have an Action button on your slide and the Action Setting dialog box will appear. 
Click on the down arrow in the Hyperlink to text box and select the Slideé option. 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
This will bring up the Hyperlink to 
Slide button, where you can again 
choose which slide you want this 
button to take you to. 
 
The other Action buttons work in the 
same manner they just look different.
